Caribou Harvest Update
Tina Petawabano Director of Federal and Indigenous Relations provided an
update on the discussions with the Innu that led to a non-renewal of the
Maamuu Nisituhtimuwin (Traditional Understanding of the Caribou Harvest)
for 2025.  
An Innu community harvest within Cree territory of atike is based on the
good health of the Leaf River herd.  Preliminary reports indicate a decrease
in overall health as well as a decrease in population.
As a result, Chisasibi and the Innu Nation of Quebec have agreed that a
community harvest within Eeyou Istchee for the Innu Nation would not be
held this year given the data on the health of the herds.

Cree Language Commissioner 
Jamie Moses, Cree Language Commissioner, provided an update on the
Commission’s current activities, resources and highlights of the Cree
Language Commission. 
The Cree Language Commission is actively working to revitalize the Cree
language through various initiatives, including policy development,
mentorship programs, language laws, and increased language education.  
They aim to engage stakeholders, including the Cree Nation Government,
local governments, the Cree School Board, and regional Cree media, to
create a coordinated approach to language preservation.
Jamie also informed the Board that he will be stepping down from his role
and begin a new opportunity.  We wish Jamie the best in his new endeavour!
